Please advise
the conductor on the train that you wish to alight at a
request stop. When joining at request stops, signal clearly
to the driver to stop the train.

Tickets: Groups of three or four individuals can travel
together for the price of two on Cheap Day Returns or
Savers on Group Save tickets. A Day Ranger ticket may be
more economical for a longer journey if you do not have a
Seniors or other type of rail card.
